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The Turkish-French war of 1920-1921 took place between the Turkish-Kemalist Nationalist 
forces and French troops in Aintab, modern day Gaziantep. The war started on April 1, 1920 
and ended with the city’s surrender to the French military forces on February 9, 1921.
